The 5th edition of ‘Periscopio, una mirada al fotoperiodismo’ will transform Vitoria into the capital of photojournalism. The best images of the historic and actual international photojournalism, will take place in Vitoria from October 21st to December 9th, through thirteen exhibitions around the city, including out-doors exhibitions.

The main exhibition is ‘El oficio de mirar’ which is dedicates to one of the master of the photojournalism: César Lucas, who will present his work in Vitoria the best summary of his work. More than 120 photographies that reflect from the grey view of the dictatorship, the most important moments of the transition, international facts or his following to big stars of films and culture.

With this 5th edition, Periscopio is setting up in the photojournalism world. This year is going to exhibit some international exhibitions which have not been showed in Spain before. These main exhibitions are as follows:

· Ian Parry Scholarship
The prestigious international prize dedicated to young photojournalists has recognized in its 2010 edition the work of Sebastián Liste from Alicante. The exhibition also includes a selection of the best images from the non finalist photojournalists that entered the award.
· El regreso de las concubinas
The joung woman photographer Axelle de Russé gets close to the fenomen of the concubins in the actual China across a work regarded with the woman's French prize.

· War is personal
One of the principal documentary photographers, Eugene Richards, realizes a photographic essay across thirteen histories that focus the impact of the war of Iraq in the life of some other North Americans.

· Love me
The englsih photographer Zed Nelson develops a precise, surprising investigation and, sometimes even, entertained, on the concept of beauty in the current society. 

· Impact 
 From New York, Antonio Bolfo, has documented rigorously the circumstances and scenes which confronts the Impact unit , a program of the Policeman's department of New York integrated by the youngest officials and without experience, they are sent to the most violent and dangerous neighborhoods of the North American city.

· Sombras urbanas
 The Mexican photographer Carlos Cazalis has produced in sole right for Periscope a work that shows the marginalization and survival in four big cities: Dhaka, Osaka, Sao Paulo and Teheran. An exhibition that will be able to be contemplated in full street.
As complement to these exhibitions, there could not be absent to the appointment the professional contest of the most important photography of the world, the World Press Photo. Besides the images of one of the principal agencies of the world, Reuters, that across the exhibition Nuestro mundo hoy, revises the events most emphasized of last year, in a sample produced in sole right for Periscope.
The work Exodo en Kurdistan, of the photographer murciano Jose Luis Vidal Coy, on one of the major exoduses of the 20th century, the sample Objectos ¿Objetivos? Of the collective Fo-ton, of graphical reporters who are employed at Basque Country, and a selection of the winners of the contest of Periscopio Amateur 2009, complete the varied offer of the present edition of Periscopio.

Precisely, the contest for fans that anually it summons Periscopio offers the opportunity to add 66 more samples in bars and business premises of the city, on the part of the participants of an edition that will distribute 7.300 Euros in prize
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
